A new suspension design and
a 99.8-inch wheelbase are util­
ized in the new four-door Sentra
to provide 97.9 cubic feet of in­
terior space. improving visibility
and comfort. That extra space
particularly shows up in the
back seat, which fits the trend,

according to Darren Fulsher. a
salesperson at Gordie Boucher
Nissan in West Allis. "The

market nowadays is going more
towards a sedan, " he said.

Terri Cline, a sales asso­
ciate at Phil Tolkan Pontiac 1s­
uzu Nissan in Milwaukee, also
sees the Sentra as offering a

little extra for its class. "For an
economy car, the room in it is
nice."

Cline says that safety is the
number one concern of most of
her customers. "The thing
they're looking for most is safety
and dependability. And they go
hand in hand," she said. "You
don't want to be driving along

and stranded on the side ofthe
road."

Safety-wise, the Sentra has a
lot going for it compared to other
cars in its class. Almost all of its
safety features are standard on
all four models, so the most
penny pinching car buyers can
drive with the same peace of
mind.

Those standard safety fea­
tures include dual air bags,
front and rear crumple zones,
child-safety rear door locks, an
energy absorbing steering col­
umn and steel side-door guard
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
